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Facilities 
Woodward West can sleep approximately 300 people. We have a 100-seat theater that your group can arrange to 
use. Unless your event is specific to action sports or gymnastics, the sports facilities are not available for your use. 
Gymnasts on Team Trainaways may not use the action sports facilities. Action athletes at a competition may not 
use the gymnastics facilities. Skateboards, skates, and bikes may not be brought onto camp grounds for non-
industry events.  
 
Sleeping Cabins 
Our cabins are newly constructed facilities that can house 15 people in bunk beds. If your event includes children 
under the age of 18, one adult must reside in each cabin. Cabins include 4 sinks, 2 toilets, and 2 showers. Cabins 
are heated and air conditioned. The cost of these accommodations is  $198 per cabin per night, plus 6% occupancy 
tax. 
 
Food 
Woodward West provides a camp-type menu for your group at a per-person price to be determined based on your 
needs (you can estimate $25 per person per day including tax for three meals). We generally provide menu items at 
our judgment, but special requests can be accommodated.  
 
Activities 
The following activities may be added to your schedule with prior arrangements and for an additional fee as noted:  
Tennis and basketball courts: No charge  
Swimming pool (seasonal): No charge; Must provide a certified lifeguard; we may be able to arrange at your cost. 
Bowling alley: $25/hour (2-hour period) + $5 per person for unlimited bowling  
100-seat theater: $25/hour 
Campfire ring: $2 per person includes supervision and wood (bring sÕmore fixinÕs!) 
 
Medical Supervision 
Medical supervision is mandatory if you are hosting any sport-specific event. We will provide our training room 
and ice at no charge. More details available if applicable. 
 
L iability Insurance 
All groups are required to provide a certificate of insurance. Details are provided in your contract. 
 
Cleanliness 
Woodward takes great pride in the cleanliness of its facilities and asks your help in maintaining our high standards. 
Please impress this upon your guests. We appreciate that the cabins are left clean and orderly, including the 
bathrooms. Graffiti or other vandalism will result in additional charges. During camp we have daily cabin 
inspections: campers are judged on the cleanliness of their cabin based on given criteria and can win prizes for 
well-kept living quarters. You may want to impose a similar system. 
 
Bedding 
No bedding or towels are provided for your stay. Please be sure your guests bring a sleeping bag, a pillow, and a 
towel (this is on their information sheet that we provide to you for distribution). There is no housekeeping service 
during your stay. 
 



Energy Efficiency 
Please make an effort to be conservative whenever possible. Ask guests to turn out lights when they leave the 
cabins, turn off heaters and air conditioners, and be reasonable in their showering. Our staff will inspect cabins 
during your stay to turn these items off if necessary. 
 
For Groups with Children: 
 
Bedtime  
Based on our camp experience, we recommend a 10:00 in-cabin curfew and an 11:00 lights-out curfew. There is a 
10:00 P.M. noise and light (outdoor) curfew in Stallion Springs. 
 
Boundaries 
We recommend prohibiting boys from entering the porch area of girlsÕ cabins and vice versa. We also recommend 
that campers be prohibited from leaving the fenced-in area of camp if appropriate to your event and the age-group 
of your campers. 
 
Counselors/Chaperones 
We rely on you to assign campers to cabins. We require that each cabin MUST have an adult chaperone who is 
responsible for the safety of campers in the cabins. Chaperones must retire when campers retire and remain in the 
cabin all night. There are no exceptions to this requirement. We must receive a housing list in advance of your 
arrival. 
 
Other Information 
 
Spending Money  
Generally speaking, your entire event is billed on one invoice, including optional recreation activities as described 
above. However, there are also video games available and pool tables in the bowling alley that require quarters. 
Snacks, sodas, etc., are also for sale. We also have a camp store that can be opened to your group if requested. 
 
Billing 
Your group will be charged as a whole and payment is expected prior to departure. Because numbers must be 
guaranteed in advance of your visit, we can often prepare your invoice before you arrive if it helps in preparing a 
check. Payments are made to Woodward Hospitality. Details are provided in your contract. 
 
The Lodge at Woodward West 
Approximately 1 mile from camp, we have a lodge and hotel facility open to the public. Your group or group 
leaders may partake in our services there.
